The above clubs will start again week commencing Monday 9th September 24 and will run through every 
week of the autumn term with the exception of half term and Friday 25th October (Inset Day) for Street Dance, 
until week ending Friday 13th December 24.  We will start again, after the Christmas break, in January with 
dates to be confirmed.  Street Dance will be delivered in the school hall.  Football will be delivered outdoors.  
Should we be unable to participate outside due to poor weather conditions we will use the hall.  Should the 
hall be unavailable, we will deliver a Sports Quiz in a classroom to ensure sessions are not cancelled at short 
notice.  Your child should be collected punctually at 4.15pm.   
 
Should you wish for your child to participate in either club, payment to secure your child’s place on the course 
should be made before the first session.  Your child’s position on the course can’t be reserved beyond this date 
without full payment.  We advise you to secure a place at your nearest convenient moment as allocations are 
limited and are only guaranteed on a first come first served basis.
